NATO-Afghan military base has come
under attack in Afghanistan with one NATO
soldier killed in the assault.

According to reports, Taliban militants say
they have attacked the base

belonging to the U.S.-led forcesin
Afghanistan’s eastern province of
Nangarhar.

The militants reportedly attacked the base,
situated in Nangarhar’ s Ghazni

Khail village, with a car bomb on Saturday.
Gunfire was heard following the

blast. The NATO-led International Security
Assistance Force (ISAF) said one

soldier was killed in the assault, without
giving further details. Afghan

sources said all six assailants were killed.

The United States and its allies invaded
Afghanistan in 2001 as part of
