
Cuban University Students
Commit to Continuing Fidel's
Legacy

Cienfuegos, December 21 (RHC)-- Cuban university students paid tribute to late revolutionary leader
Fidel Castro, during a ceremony Tuesday in Cienfuegos province, marking the 94th anniversary of their
organization  – the federation of University Students (FEU).
