British Activist Calls Cuba a
Symbol of Unity

Pinar del Rio, May 2 (RHC-PL)-- Robert Miller, a London resident who is the director of the Cuba
Solidarity Campaign, describes Cuba as a symbol of unity and conviction that a better world is possible.

The activist, who participated for the first time in the May Day parade in Pinar del Rio, praised the Cuban
people, who have long resisted the hostile U.S. blockade.

Miller said that the resistance of the Cuban people “makes them an example to the world,” adding that

Gerardo, Ramon, Antonio, Fernando and René -- who were serving long prison sentences in the United
States for protecting their people from terrorist attacks.
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
