Cuban Poetess House Declared a
National Monument

Cuban National Monument and Cultural
Heritage Council President, Gladys Collazo,
said that the building’ s distinctive features,
architectural and historical values were taken
into account for the declaration on Monday.

Considered the first romantic poetessin the
Spanish speaking world, Gomez de
Avellaneda was also a talented playwright
and novelist and an exceptiona human being
who intensely and passionately defended
women’s rights.
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
