
Cuba-Vietnam Health
Cooperation Strengthens with
Arrival of Cuban Doctors in
Asian Country

Hanoi, September 4 (RHC)-- The first four Cuban doctors, of a group of 17, has arrived in Vietnam to
strengthen bilateral cooperation in the sector.

Under an agreement signed with Cuba's Health Services Provision Company, the Cuban specialists will
fulfill a two-year mission, working at the Thu Cuc Health Center in Hanoi, the country's capital.
