Shipment of Venezuelan Aid to
Cuba Recelved by Presidents

Havana, September 23 (RHC) — A shipment of Venezuelan aid meant for the recovery effort in Cuba
following Hurricane Irma arrived in Mariel Harbor, west of Havana, on Friday.

This was the
second donation of goods by Venezuela.
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
