
Cuban President Miguel Díaz-
Canel highlights broad public
debates nationwide on draft of
Cuban Constitution

Pinar del Río, September 13 (RHC)-- Cuban President Miguel Díaz-Canel termed as broad and thorough
the public debates on the proposed draft Constitution, taking place in workplaces and communities across
Cuba since last August 13th.

Díaz-Canel attended the debate on the proposed text held Wednesday at the Hermanos Saíz University in
Cuba's westernmost province of Pinar del Río, where he is currently on a working visit, touring economic
and social centers and exchanging with local authorities and residents alike.
