
Cuba and Gambia vow to 
strengthen bilateral relations

Havana, July 22 (RHC)-- Cuban Foreign Minister Bruno Rodríguez received his Gambian counterpart 
Mamadou Tangara on Monday, with whom he confirmed the island's willingness to promote political ties 
of solidarity and cooperation.

A press release published on the Foreign Ministry website states that during the meeting, both officials 
reviewed the bilateral agenda and confirmed the good status of bilateral relations in the context of the 
40th anniversary of their establishment.

For more than two decades the Caribbean country has maintained a medical brigade in Gambia, 
currently made up of more than 100 doctors, medical professors and health care personnel, and bilateral 
cooperation also covers the agricultural sector.

Cuba and Gambia have maintained diplomatic relations since May 1979.
