After performing poorly in the Qualifying round, the Matanzas native’s comeback was more than fantastic,
reaching the Finals and giving Colombian Bayona lots of resistance in the last few meters of the race.
Bayona herself, in a few words referring to Guerra, said she did not expect Guerra being so strong,
specially after giving birth and after a long inactivity period.
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
