
Ecuadorian foreign minister
receives Cuban Ambassador in
Quito

Quito, September 3 (RHC)--Ecuador´s
Minister of Foreign Affairs and Human
Mobility, José Valencia Amores, received
this Tuesday the Cuban Ambassador in
Quito, Rafael Dausá Céspedes.

At the meeting, both diplomats noted the
good state of bilateral relations and
addressed issues of common interest to the
two nations, including the interest in
achieving greater trade.
