
Cuban President welcomes
Spain´s Foreign Minister

Havana, October 16 (RHC)—Cuban President  Miguel Díaz-Canel Bermúdez, received on Wednesday the
Minister of Foreign Affairs, European Union, and Cooperation of the Kingdom of Spain, His Excellency
Josep Borrell Fontelles, who is on an official visit to the island.
