Students from different ballet academies from around the world, but above all, Latin America, will compete
for the coveted prizes that would include a Grand Prix, the Competition Revelation Award, Best Couple and
Best Individual Performance and old, silver and bronze medals in each category.

The jury is made up of Cuban National Ballet School Director, Ramona de Saa, Cuban National Ballet
Company prima ballerina, Viengsay Vadés, and members of different academies from Mexico, Venezuela,
Cuba, South Africa and the United States.
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
