Spain poised to form first
progressive coalition government
since 1930s

Madrid, January 9 (RHC)-- In Spain, lawmakers are poised to form Spain’s first progressive coalition
government since the 1930s, after a narrow Parliament vote.

The leader of Spain’s Socialist Party, Prime Minister Pedro Sanchez, has agreed to form a coalition
government with Pablo Iglesias, the head of the leftist Podemos party, and with smaller regional parties,
including pro-independence lawmakers from Catalonia.

The Nation magazine reports Spain’s new coalition government has promised to strengthen job security
and unions, raise the minimum wage, pass legislation to curb climate change, and introduce universal
public child care.
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
