
70 cases of COVID-19 at French
schools days after re-opening

Paris, May 19 (RHC)-- Just one week after a third of French schoolchildren went back to school in an
easing of the coronavirus lockdown, there has been a worrying flare up of about 70 COVID-19 cases
linked to schools, the government said.

Some lower grades in schools were opened last week and a further 150,000 junior high students went
back to the classroom Monday as further restrictions were loosened by the government.

The move initially spelled relief: the end of homeschooling for hundreds of thousands of exhausted
French parents, many of whom were also working from home.
