
Japanese prime minister says
vaccine a priority for Olympics

Tokyo, May 26 (RHC)-- Japan's Prime Minister Shinzo Abe said the swift development of vaccines and
effective treatments for COVID-19 are priorities towards achieving the Tokyo Olympics next year.
