In the bottom of the first inning, the most experienced batters hit the pitches of Yosimar Cousin, from
Camaguey, who was scored four times with the bases full of the capital's starter Lisban Correa, who was
the first to do so in these games.

The directed by the director of the champion team of Matanzas, Armando Ferrer, added two runs more in
the fourth inning.



One inning later, the prospects matched the challenge to six runs per home run from Granma catcher
