
Ho Chi Minh City celebrates 60
years of Vietnam-Cuba relations

Hanoi, November 28 (RHC)-- Vietnam and Cuba ratified on Saturday their solidarity ties during a
ceremony held in the southern city of Ho Chi Minh City on the occasion of the 60th anniversary of
diplomatic relations between the two nations.
