
President of Western Sahara On
Official Visit to Cuba

Havana, June 2 (RHC) – President of the Sahrawi Arab Democratic Republic and Secretary General of
the Polisario Front, Mohamed Abdelaziz kicked off on Monday a two-day official visit to Cuba.

The Western Saharan President will hold meetings with Cuban authorities at the highest level to
exchange views on issues of common interest and discuss ways and means to strengthen the ties of
friendship and cooperation that unite the Saharawi Republic and Cuba, according to a source of the
presidential delegation.
