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Havana, March 9 (RHC)-- Cuban President Miguel Díaz-Canel and Venezuelan Executive Vice President
Delcy Rodríguez held a fraternal meeting in Havana on Tuesday, where they discussed matters of
bilateral and multilateral interest.



During the exchange, the Cuban leader ratified the solidarity commitment of our country with the South
