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Nurses honor 400 colleagues who lost their lives to COVID-19

Washington, May 14 (RHC)-- In the U.S. capital, nurses held an action steps from the White House as
part of Nurses Week to honor the more than 400 U.S. nurses who have died from COVID-19 over the
past year.
