Havana, June 24 (RHC)-- The 19th Summit of the Bolivarian Alliance for the Peoples of Our America-
People's Trade Agreement (ALBA-TCP) will occur this Thursday in Caracas, Venezuela, with the
participation of heads of state and government of the member countries and other representatives.

The Heads of State and Government meeting coincides with the 200th anniversary of the victory of the
Battle of Carabobo, led by the Liberator Simón Bolívar, which has served as a guide and example for Latin
American unity and integration.
