Havana, July 10 (RHC)-- The First Secretary of the Central Committee of the Party and President of the
Republic, Miguel Díaz-Canel Bermúdez, sent a message of congratulations to the President of the Republic
of South Sudan, Salva Kiir Mayardit, in the framework of the celebration of the tenth anniversary of the
independence of that African nation.
