
President Raul Castro Presides
over Swearing-in Ceremony of 32
Cuban Ambassadors

Havana, July 16 (ACN-RHC) -- Cuban President Raul Castro headed the swearing-in ceremony on
Tuesday of 32 new Cuban ambassadors to Africa, the Caribbean, Asia, the Middle East and international
organizations.

In taking their oaths, the new diplomats stated their commitment to the Revolution and Homeland during
the ceremony that was held at the José Martí Memorial in Havana, attended by the Communist Party's
Political Bureau members, Esteban Lazo, President of the Cuban Parliament, and Bruno Rodriguez,
Cuba's Foreign Minister.
