Bonne, maestro Manolito Simonet and his band Trabuco, Alain Pérez, Orquesta Aragon, Vania Borges,
Issac Delgado and Haila Maria Mompié, Paulo FB, Beatriz Marquez and the National Symphony Orchestra.

Produced by Emilio Vega, the 14-track album includes new, contemporary versions of tunes popularized by
Pacho in the 1950s and 60s, selected by his son, also renowned musician Pachito Alonso and Pacho’s

grandsons Christian and Rey Alonso.

It includes son, pildn, bolero and guaracha tunes, with titles like ‘Dame la mano’, ‘Rico Pilén’, ‘“Ya ta sabes
