According to news reports, Abe collapsed and was taken to a nearby hospital while suffering
cardiopulmonary arrest.

Police arrested the assailant at the scene and are investigating the details of the attack, according to
Japanese news channel NHK.

Abe was born on September 21, 1954 and died at the age of 67, shot and mortally wounded in the city of
Nara, in western Japan.
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
