This week 13 Nigerian states were inundated after Cameroon released excess water from a dam on a
tributary of the Niger River.  Nigeria’s northern food belt has been hit hard, with floodwaters washing over



farms and destroying crops. 

Even before the floods, the United Nations predicted nearly 17 million Nigerians could be impacted by the
global food crisis through the end of the year.
