Haitians have taken to the streets in recent weeks denouncing foreign aid and occupation, saying the U.S.
and other powers have contributed to the destabilization of Haiti.  Protesters are also demanding the
resignation of U.S.-backed Haitian Prime Minister Ariel Henry.
