Havana, Dec 19 (RHC) Cuban Foreign Minister Bruno Rodriguez Parrilla held official talks today with Alfred
Nganga Mutua, Cabinet Secretary for Foreign Affairs and Diaspora of the Republic of Kenya, who is on an
official visit to the island.
