Oscar Lépez, born on January 6, 1943, was accused of conspiracy by the U.S. justice system after being
linked to the Armed Forces for the National Liberation of Puerto Rico, an organization that fought for the
independence of that island, a territory that had been a colony of the U.S. government since 1898.

His imprisonment provoked a broad movement of solidarity for his release in different parts of the world.
The independence leader was released on May 17, 2017, after serving 36 years in prison, twelve of them
in solitary confinement.
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
