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Havana, March 4 (RHC)-- Tomas Bach, president of the International Olympic Committee (IOC),
presented on Friday the First Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Cuba and
President of the Republic, Miguel Díaz-Canel, with the Gold Medal of the International Olympic
Committee (IOC), in recognition of his support for the world Olympic movement.
