Cuba and Canada ratify will to strengthen ties

Havana, April 7 (RHC) Cuba and Canada ratified the will to strengthen their relations and
advocated working on projects of mutual interest, especially in cultural matters.

Cuban ambassador in Ottawa Héctor Igarza paid this Thursday a courtesy visit to the lieutenant
governor of Ontario, Elizabeth Dowdeswell, and the president of the Legislative Assembly of that
province, Ted Arnott.
