
Cuban authorities express
solidarity with victims of heavy
rains
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Havana, June 11 (Web Network/RHC) --  The First Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist
Party of Cuba and resident of the Republic, Miguel Diaz-Canel conveyed Sunday his solidarity with the
families affected by heavy rains in the center and east of the island.
