
Angola and Cuba Discuss
Strategies to Strengthen
Cooperation

Luanda, September 3 (RHC) -– Strategies to strengthen cooperation between Angola and Cuba were the
focus of discussions carried out today by Angolan Vice President Manuel Vicente and Cuban ambassador
to Angola Gisela García.

During the meeting, the ambassador delivered a message from Ricardo Cabrisas, Vice President of the
Council of Ministers Ricardo Cabrisas and different issues related to bilateral cooperation were discussed,
García told reporters after the meeting with Vicente.
