Venezuelan president recelves
delegation from the Republic of
Congo

Also in attendance were the ambassador of the Republic of Congo to Venezuela, Sylvain Goma, and the
ambassador, head of the Department of Development Cooperation at the Ministry of International



Cooperation and Promotion of Public-Private Partnership, Simeon Ewongo.

Representing the Venezuelan side were the sectoral Vice-President for Planning, Ricardo Menéndez, and
the Ministers of Petroleum, Pedro Tellechea, of Ecological Mining Development, William Serantes Pinto,
and of Industries and National Production, Hipélito Abreu.
