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La Paz, August 6 (RHC)-- This Sunday, the Government together with the Bolivian people, celebrates 198
years of independence with official acts in the city of Sucre.

Bolivia achieved its independence from the Spanish empire on August 6, 1825 and was re-founded as a
Plurinational State with a new Constitution in 2009.
