Havana, May 16 (RHC) The Vice Minister of Foreign Affairs of Cuba, Anayansi Rodríguez Camejo,

today called on her X account for the resolution of conflicts and wars, on the occasion of the

International Day of Coexistence in Peace.

For his part, the head of the International Relations Department of the Central Committee of the

Cuban Communist Party, Emilio Lozada, ratified Cuba's solidarity with the Palestinian people, and

demanded an end to the Israeli genocide.

The UN further calls for promoting dialogue between religions and cultures, and encourages

support for practical measures that mobilize civil society, such as capacity-building, opportunities

and cooperation frameworks.
