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Washington, November 14 (RHC)-- Concerns are mounting over Trump’s pick to lead the Pentagon, Fox
News host and military veteran Pete Hegseth. 



CBS News reports that Hegseth was one of 12 National Guard members who were removed as guards
for President Biden’s 2021 inauguration over possible extremist ties. 

Pete Hegseth has tattoos associated with the white supremacist and neo-Nazi movements, including
what’s known as a Jerusalem cross, a symbol used by Christian nationalists.

Accountability War Room” to monitor Trump’s appointments and executive actions as he takes up his
second term.
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
