
Cuba and Uruguay Strengthen
Relations

Havana, November 4 (RHC) -– The foreign ministers of Cuba and Uruguay, Bruno Rodriguez and Luis
Almagro, have agreed to further strengthen cooperation relations between their nations.

Upon welcoming the Uruguayan government official at the Foreign Ministry, Rodriguez said bilateral links
are marked by important coincidence in international issues. He also thanked Uruguay for its stance
against the US blockade of Cuba and he went on to ratify his government willingness to keep boosting
joint efforts for regional integration.

Meanwhile, the Uruguayan minister stressed Cuba´s role in the international fight on Ebola epidemic,
which is now affecting several western African nations, where over 250 Cuban medical specialists are
offering their services.

Minister Almagro also thanked Cuba for its support in fields like health, which he described as an
assistance that has filled a gap that Uruguayan society has not yet been able to fill.
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
