This is challenging the housing laws that are evicting more and more
people in New York. This is making sure that abortion rights and gender-affirming care are — remain
legal and accessible here in New York City. So, we're calling for the CUNY hunger strike for Gaza to
convert into a liberation summer, and we invite people to become a part of it.”
