
Ramiro Valdés Tours
Construction Works in Santiago
de Cuba

Santiago de Cuba, June 27 (RHC)-- Commander of the Revolution Ramiro Valdés Menéndez toured
construction works in Santiago de Cuba, in preparation to celebrate the 500th anniversary of the founding
of the eastern Cuban city.
