Cuban and Chilean Foreign
Ministers Hold Talksin Havana

Havana, September 4 (RHC) -— Chilean
Foreign Minister Heraldo Mufioz, who is
heading a large official and business
delegation in Cuba, met on Thursday with
his Cuban counterpart Bruno Rodriguez as
part of his agenda on the island.
