Defends Decision to Send Special

Washington, November 3 (RHC)-- U.S. President Barack Obama has made his first public comments on
his decision to deploy U.S. special operations forces to Syria.

Speaking on NBC’s Nightly News, Obama denied the move breaks his pledge not to put troops on the
ground.
