
Proposals to Tackle Economic
Emergency Presented to
Venezuelan President

Caracas, January 26 (RHC)-- The National Council for Productive Economy of Venezuela has presented
President Nicolas Maduro the first proposals to tackle the country's economic emergency.

Executive Vice President Aristobulo Isturiz told reporters in Caracas that the Council is working with the
support of local businesses to overcome the current situation.
