Venezuelan Media Highlights
Raul Castro's Support to the
Bolivarian Revolution

Caracas, Mar 22 (RHC) The media in Venezuela highlighted Cuban President Raul Castro criticism of
the US attitude towards Venezuela, in press conference together with US counterpart Barack Obama, in
Havana.
