Don Quixote was premiered in Moscow’s Bolshoi Theater on December 26th, 1869, inspired by an
episode of the famous Spanish novel El ingenioso hidalgo Don Quijote de La Mancha, by Miguel de
Cervantes. The Cuban version was presented for the first time on July 6th, 1988 at Havana’s Grand
