
Young People to Take Part in
March on January 2nd

Havana, December 30 (RHC-PL)-- Jennifer Bello, President of the University Student Federation (FEU),
highlighted the essential role of young people in the military parade and march that will take place in
Havana on Monday, January 2nd. 

In exclusive statements to local television, the student leader said that new generations would participate,
motivated by their commitment to the legacy of the historic generation of the Cuban Revolution.
