Enrique Pineda Barnet, actor Salvador Wood and actress Mirtha Ibarra.

The film gathering, founded by Humberto Solés in 2003 as a world forum for emerging film industries and
filmmakers, is sponsored by the provincial government of Holguin and the municipality of Gibara, the
Provincial Movie Center, the Cuban Film Institute and the Ministry of Culture.
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
