A pediatric surgeon, Bachelet got the
presidential vote with a 61 percent
popularity vote -- considered as
unprecedented. According to Prensa Latina
news agency, the president expects to
establish a new constitution, through a
referendum or a constituent assembly, and
bring important reforms to the country’s
educational system.
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
