
President Diaz-Canel sends
message to Cuban boxers

Lima, August 3 (RHC) – The Cuban Boxing squad that recently finished its competition schedule in the
Pan-Am Games, received with satisfaction a congratulations message sent by President Miguel Diaz-
Canel.

After getting 8 titles out of possible 10, inside the Pan-American ring, President Diaz-Canel tweeted:
