
Cuba present at Tourissima Lille
2020 exhibition

Havana, January 21 (RHC) Cuba participated in Tourissima Lille 2020 –an exhibition dedicated to
tourism, held January 17th through the 19th at the Grand Palais Lille.

According to the website of the Cuban Foreign Ministry, the Caribbean state was represented there by a
delegation headed by Rosa Adela Mejías, Tourism Attaché of the country’s embassy in Paris, France. It
included also professionals with Havanatour tour operator, who briefed participants on Cuba’s offers as a
tourism destination, particularly circuit, culture and nature tourism.
